Alex Axinte and Cristi Borcan (studiobasar) – A search-and-rescue team, prepared for buildings, texts and talks, activated in Bucharest since September 2006. studiobasar explores urban dynamics from today’s events where, banality, improvisation, or illegality, became part of a system in a diversified culture, turning formal into informal, and back.
Jonathan Lahey Dronsfield – Reader in Theory and Philosophy of Art at the University of Reading, UK, and sits on the executive of the Forum for European Philosophy at the London School of Economics. He has published various papers in the area of continental philosophy, on art and on ethics especially. Currently he is writing two books: Derrida and the visual and Art's resistance to ethics. Dronsfield filmed the building of the 'House of the People' clandestinely in 1988, and was among the first people allowed into it a few days after Ceausescu's death in 1989. The film he began in Romania in 1988 is still being made.

Dr Malcolm Quinn (PhD and MA RCA) – Reader in Critical Practice and Research Co-Ordinator at Wimbledon College of Art, University of the Arts London, where he leads the 'Agendas’’ research initiative. His writing deals with relations of aesthetics, politics and social structures, with particular emphasis on psychoanalytic models of the social bond. He is an editor of Journal for Lacanian Studies.
