The Silvestri Quartet was formed in 2006 when its members were students at the Vienna Music Academy. At present they study at the Joseph Haydn Chamber Music Institute with violist Johannes Meissl of the Artis Quartet. The Quartet has also attended master classes with the Alban Berg, Amadeus and Bartok Quartets.

They have performed in prestigious venues such as the Great Radio Hall and the Karajan Centre in Vienna, the Salzburg Mozarteum and in numerous festivals in Europe, the US and Israel including the Wiener Festwochen, Haydn Festdpiele in Eisenstadt, Schubert Festival in Warsaw and the International Chamber Music Festival in Marseille.

In 2008 and 2009 the Quartet toured Romania at the invitation of the Constantin Silvestri Cultural Foundation, giving concerts both in established philharmonic concert halls and in the historic churches of Transylvania.

The Quartet has a broad classical repertoire and enjoys playing jazz.

As a soloist, Raluca toured extensively in Europe, Singapore, Iran, Turkey, Cyprus and Marocco. She has recorded for Radio Zurich, Music minus one and Hungaroton.
