The Britten Theatre is part of the Royal College of Music, although it has its own entrance right next to the RCM situated behind the Royal Albert Hall. The theatre was opened by Her Majesty The Queen in 1986 in celebration of the College’s centenary. It was designed by Sir Hugh Casson and named after Benjamin Britten, a former student of the College, and audiences appreciate its simple elegance, responsive acoustics and intimate tiered auditorium.
