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In 2005, PERSONA Association with the support of ROMTELECOM had founded DESANT theatre, as the first research and interdisciplinary experiment laboratory space in Bucharest.  

The main members of DESANT Theatre team are Adriana Zaharia (b. 1970, theatre director, graduated from “I. L. Caragiale” National University of Cinematography and Drama) and Bianca Boitan (b. 1980, theatre producer, co-director and PR Officer specialized in international cultural events).  

DESANT’s approach is towards subjects with a social thematic while is actively involved and has a continuous dialogue with problems of the contemporary society. 

DESANT is focused on public’s creative education and on development of a new type of dramatic text, the latter relying on the focus group research method. DESANT had supported the project After the Fall: Reality and the New Romanian Theatre, realized at Immigrants’ Theatre and Martin Segal Centre at City University of New York (CUNY) in 2006. 

The concerns of DESANT Theatre aim towards the thematic and the specific individualities of the urban space. The methods used are the direct research and documentation. (ex: Les Gaspards, enfants sauvages de l’Europe, European cooperation project realized in collaboration with Le Sablier Company (France) and Lublin Cultural Centre (Poland).  

DESANT – Space of Extremely High Risk presented by Bianca Boitan at ICR London is a video trip through the theatre’s history. The presentation includes images from XXX Cartoons – an interactive show with a visual set, from Protect - a project which outlines multiple spaces, visions, characterizations and multiple respondents in order to reach the main theme: protection; from Made in China, an extremely virulent critique against the consumer culture and market society, speaks about a world that consumes without justification.
