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Ioana Marinescu (b 1973) is an independent architectural photographer based in London. After having studied architecture, she took up photography in 1999, initially assisting Hélène Binet.

Her artistic interests span from issues of spatiality to urban memory and the social perception of radical transformations in modern cities. In 2002 she began to combine visual research with ethnographic methods, in a long-term project on the demolition of central Bucharest during the 1980's. Part of this research is documented in her film 'Off the Map. Bucharest' (2006). 

Ioana’s photographs are published regularly in international architectural journals, amongst which A+U (Japan), The Architectural Review and Blueprint (UK), Quaderns (Barcelona). Her work was exhibited in London, Milan, Bucharest and Luxembourg. The most recent show is 'Gas Pipes', at the Architectural Association in London. Ioana is currently preparing an exhibition based on her archive of the erased Bucharest, to take place in Paris this September. She is working on a publication on the same subject.

At the Romanian Cultural Institute, Ioana will present her recent visual work and will discuss her approach of using images and narratives in describing and analising the city.
