Matthew Stone is a London-based artist. His multidisciplinary practice, which include photography-based artworks, performances, films, internet projects and ever evolving semi-curated art events, come culture-mishappenings, have caught the imagination of creative London.

The history, the culture and environs from
Japan and the UK. He explores the lines between art and life and between works of art and works of commerce. He is using the excessive material consumption of our society.
Moreover, Yaguchi has been creating his work and activity within the concept of ‘Corkingʼ and in recent years been running his own ‘Corking project’ as his alter egos Mr. Corking and Dr. Corking. The project serves as a production, a factory and a company.
He believes that, ‘All human beings experience small revivals every day through mundane activities. I want to reveal what it is that lets us live, as well as evoke and stimulate people to be aware of the corking that occurs in their daily lives.’
