My work is made up of still and moving imagery, that intersect and diverge when projects require. I am interested in communication across ’languages’ that need translation between them. I’ve cultivated three loves throughout the years: love of Time, of hypnotic beauty,  and never-ending stories. I am born and have lived in many countries; I have studied too much the knowledge around art. 

The video you are about to see is called Composition 1a. The video is a score: it is not complete without Blank  who play it. Comp 1a  is constituted of signs that want to communicate rhythm, pitch, and drones to the  musicians, enabling them to play the video, despite the lack of traditional visual musical codes. This collaboration encourages a structured improvisation, inasmuch as the video – never an illustration – has a role of 4th instrument. The latter is the direction the work will take, ever expanding the creative dialogue between the musicians and a 4th instrument that is mute (sound-wise) and visual. This work will mutate alongside its future performances.

Previous video works have been exhibited at the Liverpool Independents Biennale 2006 and 2nd International Art Film and Video Festival organised by ACCEA and Eva Khacharian in Yerevan, Armenia.
